
The KPCA hosts a Special Meeting with the DEC, Mr. Santilli 
and the residents living in the vicinity of Marvin Drive  
 
The Kings Park Civic Association arranged a special meeting on July 8th concerning 
the Santilli sand mining operation behind Marvin Drive.    Representatives of the 
DEC (Department of Environmental Conservation), Mr. Santilli and Marvin Drive 
area residents were in attendance.  KPCA President Mike Rosato gave a brief 
history of the property and then turned the floor over to Santilli representative 
Leonard Shore and then Bill Fonda and Bob Yager of the DEC.  The sand mining 
operation is due to end in two or three months.  DEC representatives explained how 
Santilli Commercial Developers was fined $400,000 for removing 61,000 cubic yards 
of sand that they were not permitted to remove.   Mr. Yager also stated that the 
slope behind the houses on Marvin Drive was rebuilt but it could not be aqua-
seeded due to the dry conditions.   

Residents voiced their concerns 
regarding health conditions and 
their quality of life.  Many of the 
residents on Marvin Drive have 
developed respitory infections and 
other health related issues.  The 
meeting focused on what can be 
done to give the residents some 
relief and what can be done with 
the property once the sand mining 
operation has stopped.

The problem of kids breaking into the property to drink or ride dirt bikes or ATVs 
was also discussed.  The Kings Park Civic Association advocated for Mr. Santilli to 
hire a security firm for the property as well as having the residents report unlawful 
activity on the site.
