interviews with selected representatives of the Site.
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The assessment requested by OPRHP is intended to identify conditions that would have
the potential to impact the environmental integrity of the Site. The Phase T ESA included, but
was not limited to, an assessment of the following potential environmental issues: current and
historical site usage; current and historical usage of adjoining properties: regulatory agency
records review; om-site solid waste management and disposal practices; on-site hazardous

materials and petroleum products management; and suspect ACM.
